December Meeting 2025
The Monthly Town Board meeting was called to order Tuesday, December 9, 2025 at 7 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a prayer from Supervisor Marschke.  A list of those in attendance is on file in the clerk’s office.  All Board members were present. Open meeting law requirements have been met. 

Agenda – Motion was made by Becker and seconded by Marschke to approve the agenda; motion carried.

Minutes – Motion was made by Marschke and seconded by Becker to approve the minutes from November meeting; motion carried. 

Town Committees/Departments:
· Park – Kasey gave an update and would like to do some ceiling repair this winter.
· Dump/Recycling – should break even by end of year. Meeting with DNR was good; representative was impressed with paperwork and looks of dump.
· Hall – when non-profit or other organizations use the hall that are not paying rent, they need to clean after themselves and take garbage with them so there’s no expense on the town.
· Sanitary District – large amount of lead found in lagoons; Beaver Dam wants this fixed before pumping to them.
· Fire Department – Mark gave an update

Citizens Comments and Concerns –
· Concern on hunters doing a drive next to dump during dump hours.  Board will discuss with Schmidt.
· Question on notifications for meetings/agendas; clerk explained situation and will continue notifications, but residents are reminded they can always go online and look without getting a notification. 
· Deer carcasses discarded at dump; cameras are now in place.

Appoint Election Workers – Motion was made by Marschke and seconded by Becker to appoint the following workers for the 2-year period: Deb Waldvogel, Rose Woock, Marilyn Reiman, Jean Esser, Linda Diels, Carrie Behnke, Heather Larson and Barb Berkevich.

Discuss/adjust snowplow driver pay – after discussion on surrounding rates and drivers, motion was made by Marschke and seconded by Fletcher to increase the snowplow drivers’ wages to $25 per hour; motion carried.
  
Correspondence received by Chairman and Clerk/Treasurer –
· Bartender license received for Bea Gurke, passed all background checks; discussion took place on making sure all laws are followed and licensed bartender is in view of operations at all times; there are 4 licensed bartenders at that location.  Motion was made by Becker and seconded by Marschke; motion carried.
· Clerk received VFIS pre-evaluation paperwork and gave to Mark Saeger to fill out; town will need to decide at January meeting what they would like to contribute.  State will match up to $509.56 per member.
· Clerk received Town Web’s proposal for website @ $970 per year for 3 years.
· Chairman had conversation with residents on growth and they are not in favor.
· There’s been negative discussion at Post Office about town board.  This needs to stop; we’ve already lost a bank and don’t need to lose the Post Office.
· Chairman distributed permits and then discussion took place on increasing costs, which went into discussion on enforcing our ordinances.

Treasurers Report – Clerk read report.  Supervisors compared the cancelled checks to the bank statement from November.  A motion was made by Marschke and seconded by Becker to accept the Treasurer’s report; motion carried. 
· Transfer of funds to Capital Outlay in LGIP– after discussion of excess funds in account and the need for extra road repairs in 2026, motion was made by Becker and seconded by Marschke to transfer $169,000 to the LGIP in Highway Funds; motion carried.
 
Bills - A motion was made by Becker and seconded by Marschke to pay all bills as presented, checks #27726-#27743 for $28,636.59; motion carried.
  
Adjourn – Motion was made by Becker and seconded by Marschke to adjourn at 8:15 pm; motion carried.
