Town Committees/Departments:
· Park – No updates
· Dump/Recycling – Mtg held with GFL; removed some dumpsters and working on new contract at lower cost; now will be running in the black.

Discuss leasing of town property – discuss took place on requests/bid to lease town land.  Motion was made by Marschke and seconded by Becker to lease the 80+ acres of land to Scott Margelofsky for $8,000 per year for hunting rights.  Board will have Attorney Hazelbaker draw up lease agreement with contingency if we sell the land.
  
Discuss survey/city lots – Results are in from survey as of February 4, 115 surveys were returned; 41 Yes, 55 No, 19 Maybe on possibility of Subdivision. Marschke gave a review of comments.  Lengthy Town still has approximately 20 lots in town to add houses.
